Did you ever wonder just
what Harmonica John
Lennon used on those many
songs featuring harmonica?

There must have been many
thousands of harp players who
first took up the instrument after
hearing John Lennon play that oh
so familiar riff that introduces the
Beatles “Love Me Do”, but just
how did he play it?

According to Pat Missin, many
think it was the C Diatonic harp,
but no, they would be wrong.

All evidence points to it being
a Hohner 12-hole chromatic
harmonica.

John Lennon himself confirms
this in an interview in 1974 when
he said: “Brian Jones came over
and said ‘““Are you playing a
harmonica or a harp on ‘Love Me
Do’?”

“He knew I'd got this bottom
note and he suspected | was, |
said a harmonica, you know, with
a button, which wasn’t real funky
blues enough | suppose...”

It is clear that Lennon is
using the term “Harp” to denote
a diatonic harmonica and
“harmonica” to describe the
chromatic harmonica.

So, it was a Hohner chromatic
harmonica in the key of C.

There are a few other Beatles
tunes where Lennon’s choice of
harmonica might not be obvious.

The signature riff of “Please
Please Me” is almost as
distinctive as the intro to “Love
Me Do” but the phrasing of
the notes doesn’t fit with the
standard diatonic key of E.

Further investigation indicates
that it was most likely the Hohner
12-hole Echo Vamper.

No doubt it was purchased
in Germany as this was the
European version of the Marine
Band 364 and was available in all
12 keys back then.

The E Echo Vamper was
tuned an octave lower than the
standard 10-hole E harp, so this
would fit the bill.

Another readily identifiable
Beatles riff is the one that
introduces “From Me To You”.

Again, it is not as simple as
playing it on the standard C harp.

And once again, all evidence
points to the Hohner Echo
Vamper 12-hole in C as the likely
candidate as it is tuned an octave
lower thank the regular C harp.

Rocky Raccoon is in the key
of C and Lennon adds some
squawky fills on a C harp and
for the remainder of the Beatles’
tunes featuring harmonica, he
seems to use a 2" position or
Cross Harp approach.

If you are seriously interested
in the music of the Beatles, you
would be well advised to invest in

Guitarist, Gwyn Ashton,
thought he was in Australia
for a 60 day tour before
returning to Worcester,
where he’s made his home
| base for the last couple of

decades.
: With the tour having been
| derailed by the infamous events
of 2020, he’s made the best of
| things, rolled with the punches
| and settled in Adelaide to
write songs, reconnecting and
| recording with some of the best,
including Chris  Finnen, Paul
| Wheeler (Icehouse), Mark Gable
| (Choirboys) and producing an
album with Andrea Dawson.

He arrived in Australia late
2019, as the summer of the
| bushfires was unfolding.

Travelling  through  rural
Victoria in his van, as he
approached Melbourne, all he
could see was red skies and not
much in front of him.

The town was covered in
smoke and ash, drifting from the
fires in Gippsland.

After Melbourne, he had
blues & folk shows booked up
the NSW South coast, in Moruya
and Tilba.

Gwyn recounts that entering
Moruya was like driving through
the Gates of Hell, with ferocious
fires clawing through the grey
smoky haze.

The Tilba venue advised him
that the whole town had already
evacuated but they’d see what
happened.

The following day, the winds

by Thea Taylor
changed, townsfolk returned and
the show was to go on.

So, Gwyn set up his gear to
play the Sunday show outdoors,
and rain promptly commenced.

He observed that this was
very good for the town, but not
so much for his equipment.

Back to Gippsland, where it
seemed like everything was on
fire and he couldn’t see more
than 50 feet ahead.

As he was working his
way through shows on the
Mornington Peninsula, he heard
talk of border closures within
Australia, and discouragement of
social events.

He made it west to Dimboola
to play the 57th scheduled gig,
and the following afternoon the
border was declared closed.

With no venues to play at this
point, and an opportunity to
reconnect with family, Gwyn
thought Adelaide would be a
good place to spend a bit of time.

So he snuck across to SA
to do his ‘two weeks to flatten
the curve’, then watched his
international flights fall off the
schedule.

What was a
musician to do?

He’s all about opportunity,
really, and finding the good in
circumstances.

At that point, he thought the
disruption might last the rest of
the year.

He had a 10 year backlog of
material to work on, songs he
hadn’t managed to finish and
flesh out while maintaining a
busy touring schedule.

Someone mentioned ‘Paul
Wheeler (Icehouse) is in town’,
so with good connections and
a wealth of half written songs,
he created recording space at a
friend’s house, where he could
leave his equipment set up.

Quite a novelty for someone
who is constantly on the road
touring to promote new albums
year after year!

But Gwyn has been quite
matter of fact about this
transition.

“Anybody who is smart would
seize the opportunity”, he says,
quite matter-of-factly.

He felt it was important
to fill in his time with being
constructive and creative, and
said that the lull in live music
opportunities became, for him,
a perfect time for original music
and creating.

He hoped the same for others
in his situation.

Due to return to the UK this
year, he’s delayed going home
so that he can play at the Wirrina
Bluegrass & Acoustic Roots

estival in late November, amidst
a lineup of traditional bluegrass,
newgrass, old time, and various
folk styles.

He’ll be a good fit, swapping

his  solid bodied electric
instruments for an old resonator
guitar, Martin D28, Weissenborn
lap steel and a variety of other
acoustic beauties.

Gwyn plays anything and
variety is a big part of every
show he does, but the acoustic
instruments are special.

He said, “I've come to realise
over the years, it’s the sound |
like when | play solo, | love the
sound of the guitars.

“I'love all the guitars! There’s
something about acoustic that
kind of blooms, it’s got this
bigness to it, playing solo or

even duo, it’s really nice to have
that openness of a semi-acoustic
guitar”. 8

Gwyn’s latest project is
releasing his solo acoustic album =
‘MojoSoul’ this year in time to
take on tour.

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The COntemporary Album of
the Year Award went to the
Charm of Finches album,

Wonderful Oblivion.
Sister duo, Charm of Finches,
aka Mabel and Ivy Windred-

Wornes, are from Melbourne.

They have been making their
blood-harmony infused dreamy
contemporary folk since 2014,
when, at the ages of 11 and 14,
they started performing on folk
festival stages around Australia.

The duo recorded their third

album Wonderful Oblivion in
Mabel’s bedroom during the long
Melbourne lockdowns of 2021,
co-producing  with  Canadian
producer Daniel Ledwell,
sending files over the web and

having early morning production
meetings over Zoom.

The album was released
through NYC label AntiFragile
Music.

The duo toured the album
to the UK and Europe over 4
months, earlier this year.

The Solo Artist of the Year
Award went to Fred Smith.

Fred Smith is a diplomat with
the Department of Foreign Affairs
and Trad (DFAT) and has had six
tours to Afghanistan working as
a liaison between the Australian
Defence Force (ADF) andAfghan
villagers.

He worked on Australia’s
mission to evacuate Australian
visa and passport holders from
Kabul International Airport in
August 2021.

In  hotel quarantine on
return, under the influence of
adrenaline, he wrote two songs,
a three page poem and a 90,000
word book.

He blended this new material
into the “Dust of Uruzgan” show
which had previously toured 80

venues across Australia between
2014 and 2019.

Fred roadtested this new
show, now called “Sparrows of
Kabul” in solo performances at
the Hornsby and Troubadour Folk
Clubs in November 2021.

He delivered the first band
performance to a full house
at the 600 capacity Canberra
Playhouse on  February 17,
and has been performing it in
festivals, halls and living rooms
around the country ever since.

These concerts have opened
hearts to the 5,000 or so
people recently evacuated from
Afghanistan and generated over
$28,000 for Afghan and migrant-
related charities.

Award went to Bush Gothic.

Created as a feminist reaction
to Australian folk music, Bush
Gothic now tour their radical
arrangements of familiar songs
across the world.

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Live sector gets a helping hand

The Australian live music
sector entered the summer
season with a strong

enough start.

However, ongoing issues
like delayed ticket sales by
the 18—29 age group due to
market saturation, last-minute
cancellations  from  flooding
and staff no-shows remain
problematic.

Governments and councils
made moves to make summer
easier for promoters and patrons.

The federal  government
initiated the Live Performance
Support Scheme until February
23, giving a defined percentage
of expected revenue cover
losses for concerts and festivals
hit by creatives and crews
having to isolate after testing
positive for COVID.

Here are six other initiatives.

ADELAIDE

The SA government is looking
at a review of liquor licensing
laws that could see the end
of the 3am lockout laws in
entertainment precincts.

They were introduced ten
years ago to combat drunken
violence in the city, especially
the West End.

The idea of the review came
after lobbying from venue
operators in the Hindley Street
strip and some of the legal
fraternity ~ questioning  their
legality and relevance.

However other venue
operators told the Adelaide
Advertiser that more important
than dropping the lockouts was
to focus on changes to bolster
Adelaide’s night time economy
and tourism.

SCARBOROUGH

The City of Stirling (WA) is
experimenting with banning cars
from the beachside suburb of
Scarborough’s party strip during
nights in the warmer months.

The pedestrian-only strategy
is to increase the numbers and
safety of clubbers, and to cut
down crime, Mayor of Stirling,
Mark Irwin, said.

Only  buses, taxis
rideshares will be allowed.

It will allow authorities to
monitor party buses, which
arrive in  numbers containing
drunks.

The plan begins in late
October and  runs  until
December, possibly extending to
April.

The City of Melbourne will
help to stage and deliver 48
events in 2023, allocating
more than $1.4million, and an
additional  $430,000 in-kind
support for event promoters.

Crimes  include  murder,
sexual  penetration  without
consent and unlawful assault
causing death, as well as drink
spiking.

Breaches will result in five
years’ jail and a $12,000 fine.

Police get the power to issue
six-month bans from a range of
areas if they believe a person’s
behaviour is unlawful, antisocial,
disorderly, offensive, indecent or
threatening.

There is a backlash
from human rights activists,
academics and politicians who
argue that such bans have not

proven to cut down crime, and
it gives police “unprecedented”
power.

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SXSW Sydney bound in 2023

The iconic
Southwest (SXsw)
conference and festival
is expanding out of its
spiritual home in Texas
to Sydney in 2023, from
October 15-22.

It's the first time that it be
staged outside the United States.

SXSW Sydney will be the
official Asia Pacific instalment
of SXSW, which has been held
each March since 1987 and is
set to showcase music, screen,
gaming, tech and innovation
from across the region.

It will present a mix of
ticketed events, free activations
and week-long passes.

It is forecast to generate
$150  million  in  visitor
expenditure  over the first
five years and attract tens of
thousands of people.

“We believe that Sydney’s
similar  future-focused, fast-
moving culture that celebrates
and cultivates creativity across

many different industries, artistic
endeavours and entrepreneurial
projects makes it the perfect
destination for an extension of
our event” said SXSW chief
executive, Roland Swenson.

Did | enjoy a performance
and would | want to see that
same act again, ideally playing
different material, at the same
festival.

The more such acts there are
at a festival, the better it is of

¥ course.

Kangaroo Valley had many
such acts.

While | certainly didn’t get to
see every act, for me, the stand
out acts at the KVFF were, in
no particular order, Fred Smith,
Bromham, We Mavericks, Alanna
and Alicia, Sarah and Silas, The
Beez duo, Montgomery Church,
The Decideds, Kerryn Fields, Mic
Conway & Robbie Long, Equus,
Nerds & Music and last but not
least, White Top Mountaineers.

The next factor is the venues
and the quality of sound at those
venues.

The ground was a bit soft and
organisers had to place gravel in
the high traffic areas in venues, &
but other than that, a bit wet, but §
no problems.

One of the areas that was
normally used for parking for
day trippers was closed because
of the soft surface and many
that came in needed to park on §
the main road and walk some
distance, but that was not too |
much of a problem.

After that could come a |
number of boxes to tick such
as the bar, the atmosphere, the
dance and poetry programs,
decorations, volunteers,
workshops, children’s
entertainment, indigenous
involvement,
toilets. 48
KVFF had them all well and g}
truly covered. \

good

There were lots of singing | %

and playing sessions in the
enclosed bar area.

Morris dancers added greatly
to the atmosphere of music
coming from all venues, not too
loud mostly, but enough to be
heard as a background.

The dance program ran
throughout the festival and

and | =
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covered the full gamut of dance
styles, all with live music.

The hall has a good dance
floor, an asset so often not
available at other festivals.

The poetry is always far too
early in the day for me, but as
far as | could tell, that aspect
was well covered with readings,
slams etc.

There  were  decorations
aplenty making what would
normally be a very dull looking
showground  very attractive
and inviting from the outside
and each venue had interesting
backdrops to the stage area and
stages were high enough for
seated patrons to be able to see
performers.

Workshops ran throughout
the weekend and there were

some unusual topics covered

by some different presenters,
making the selection quite
interesting and well attended.

All of the volunteers that I
communicated with, without
exception, were very helpful and
welcoming.

| didn’t have any children
there so | can’t comment on their
entertainment program but the
Koori Camp had lots going on all
weekend.

There were plenty of portable
toilets in place and | had lots of
friends there, most of whom
volunteered, to ensure that the
extra touch of good company
was there for the entire three
days.

Then, as a bonus particular to
KVFF, is the location, being in a

\

spectacular valley with beautiful
views whichever way you look.

What more could | want?

Well, seeing that you ask, the
only thing missing was that my |
band wasn’t booked to perform
this year, and again, | took
instruments with me that didn’t
come out of their case, as there
was so much else to do.

The festival organisers at
KVFF have been doing this for |
15 years, with many of the key
organisers still there for much
of that time, so they are well
experienced in what they are f
doing.

Nevertheless, to get it all so

right is still quite an achievement &g

and deserves rewarding.

Whitetop Mountaineers from
the high hills of Virginia, USA, are
a duo from a family band who
entertained with real old-time
mountain and roots music.

This  festival, we were
fortunate to hear many talented
Blue  Mountains’  performers
like Aurora Li, who is already
a seasoned folk, rock, and
indie performer at 18, with her
beautiful voice and original songs.

Other local talent included

The Grigoryans, Slava and
Leonard, are classical guitarists
and were well received and
played to a crowded Big Top
audience.

Lior and Domini began
writing many of their songs in
2019 and during lockdown, and
it was great to be able to listen
to their storytelling songs from
the past two years.

The highlight of the festival
for me was John Butler’s
performance  on  Saturday
night in the Big Top, which
was spectacular with the
tingly atmosphere and John’s
breathtaking guitar playing.

The Dorrigo Folk and
Bluegrass Festival NSW has
been one of the major, if not
the major Bluegrass and
Old-Time event in Australia
in recent years, so we are
glad to see it’s return post
\ Covid on the Oct 21-23

weekend.

With Australia largely
returning to “normal”, there was
barely a mask to be seen, and
everyone was determined to get
their music back.

However, if 2022 won’t be
remembered as the first post-
mask, post-Covid Dorrigo, it
certainly will be remembered as
the wettest ever and for gum-
boots, rain coats and umbrellas.

Dorrigo stores claimed that

gum boots were the hottest thing
the entire weekend.

The Dorrigo event is located
at the Dorrigo Showgrounds
with two indoor venues, the Main

Bluegrass Parkway

Pavilion and Brushbox, a number
of marquees, Banksia, Tallowood
and Kurrajong, and the Little Big
Top of the Pitt’s Family Circus.

The quality of the marquees
were top notch, certainly keeping
the rain off, but there was
nothing that could keep the mud
from developing underfoot.

Drainage trenches had been
dug and loads of gravel spread
on the ground, but the rainfall
was so high that it was accepted
that the distinctive red Dorrigo
mud that came ankle high on
the gum boots was going to be
accompanying everyone on the
way home.

The festival kicked off on
Friday night with a well attended
dance in the Main Pavilion.

Judy Jones called the dance
with an impromptu dance band
made up of mostly the USA
guests, Pete Peterson banjo,
Martha Spencer fiddle, Kellie
Allen bass, Jackson Cunningham
guitar, Beverly Smith guitar and

fiddle, with Melbourne’s Craig
Woodward chipping in  with
banjo.

In regards to  stage
performances, over the weekend
we managed to squeeze our way
into some very crowded venues
on Friday and Saturday, it was a
bit easier on Sunday, and were
entertained as follows.

Gallic and Paddy
Montgomery, father and son duo,
played on Friday evening in the
Tallowood tent with a howling
set of original folk songs, and
Gallic joking that as he got older,
he became more tolerant of
Country songs which most of us
associate with Paddy.

It was obvious that the two
have very distinct approaches
to music, but as father and
son, they more than work well
together, years of familiarity
resulting in a complementary
partnership.

Honeyfields are an all
girl trio from Blackwood Vic
including fiddle and banjo and
lap dulcimer and flute and guitar
and mandola.

They started with the
Australian  bush song, ‘Jim
Jones’ learnt from Bob Dylan,
plus some original songs such
as ‘Lovers Lane’ before going
on with the ‘Rose of Allendale’,
the Jean Ritchie song ‘The L&N
Don’t Stop Here Anymore’ and
‘Beware and Take Care’ learnt
from New Lost City Ramblers.

Bluegrass Parkway and it's



spokesman Paul Duff, known for
his off the cuff humour, quipped
before Dorrigo full-house crowds
that Friday’s rainfall equalled his
WA home state’s rainfall for the
last 10 years.

Bluegrass Parkway presented
standards such as ‘Gospel Plow’,
‘Louisville Breakdown’, ‘Fox On
The Run’, ‘Will You Miss Me’ and
‘Uncle Pen’.

Fiddler, Michael  Patrick,
formerly with Queensland band,
The Company, has relocated to
WA after marrying a WA girl, and
made his east coast debut with
Parkways at Dorrigo.

At Little Big Top, Mothers
of the Nation braved the
draughtiness, Nigel Lever in
touch with his inner motherhood
and Brodie Buttons, sang songs
of houses on stilts and his home
town of Lismore going under
water each April and May, and
then went on to claw hammer
Cindy and Irish songs about road
construction.

Golden guitar winner, Angus
Gill, aged 24, with Pixie Jenkins,
achieved a big sound with simply
a Western Swing influenced
finger pick guitar and a fiddle.

We saw them at the Banksia
venue with Steve Passfield doing
the sound, so that was a plus in
itself.

Den Hanrahan and the
Rumrunners brought a big bush
band sound with Americana
influences via gquitar, bodrahn,
accordion, fiddle and bass.

The Morrisons from Sydney
demonstrated why they are
considered amongst the best
of Australia’s contemporary
Bluegrass bands.

They are a six-piece including
fiddle, banjo, mandolin, two
guitars and snare, but they
opened their Saturday set with
an a-cappella number.

It was a privilege to see them
at all, as they are not playing so
many gigs lately since there are
now nine kids between the six

T

band members.

Wild Thyme originate from
Bellingen and are a girl trio on
bass, guitar, fiddle and vocals
combining flatpicking, gypsy
fiddle licks, vamping rhythms,
and their own compositions.

Their Serbian Gypsy tune with
a Calypso rhythm gives you an
idea.

Saturday was a full house
for them and they finished their
set with Paddy Montgomery and
two turnarounds each, including
the bass player, on ‘Billy in the
Lowground” and  ‘Cherokee
Shuffle’.

The Double Dole stringband
on fiddle, mandolin, banjo and
guitar, filled out the Banksia
venue with standing room
only presenting their own
contemporary sound that fits in
with any modern Australian Folk
Festival.

The Blue Creek Boys (Tom
and Jerry) with mandolin and
guitar and close brother style
duets echoed the Blue Sky
Boys in style with repertoire
from Charlie Poole’s ‘Milwaukee
Blues’ and Louvin Bros’ ‘Let Her
Go’.

On Saturday, they were joined
by Shay Garriock on fiddle for
‘Dream of a Miner’s Child’ and
‘Breaking Up Christmas’, and a
triple guitar version of ‘Beaumont
Rag’.

A\ .o

Mountain Folk Cafe
comprises the Blue Mountain
Louis Family with Karen on
lead vocals and guitar, Martin
Louis on banjo, William Louis
on lead guitar, together with
Glen Skarrett on mandolin and
Quentin Fraser on bass.

Given Covid and William
still at school, it was satisfying
to catch up to see how much
music he has inherited from his
parents’ genes.

They sang Jimmy Martin’s
‘Stepping Stones’, ‘Is The Grass
Any Bluer’, Tom T & Dixie Hall’s
‘No Matter How Hard | Cry’, the
Louvin Bros ‘I Don’t Believe
You've Met My Baby’, complete
with a bit of 1950s reverb, and
then William picking twin banjos
with Dad on Sonny Osborne’s
‘Big Ben’.

Cat & Clint of Blackwood Vic
draw upon their experiences in
East Kentucky and friends and
heroines, with Cat channelling
Cousin Emmy’s ‘1 Wish | Was
A Single Girl Again’ and ‘Going
Down This Road Feelin Bad’, and
then ‘Rain and Snow’ and ‘Lee
Highway Blues’.

Smith, Allen and Peterson is
one of the two US groups to visit
Dorrigo 2022.

Kellie Allen and Pete Peterson
were making their second visit
to Australia, while for Beverly
Smith, it was her debut visit.




They took turns at singing
leads with two and three part
harmonies, interspersed with
Beverley fiddling a tune from the
repertoire of Snake Chapman
and Melvin Wine, backed by Pete
playing banjo and Kellie guitar.

Although Pete is one of the
world’s best known proponents
of two finger Charlie Poole
up-style banjo, as he sang
‘Milwaukee Blues’, much of
Smith Allen and Peterson’s
repertoire was influenced by the
Carter Family with Kellie singing
‘Orphan  Child® and Beverly
- ‘Anchored In Love’ and her self

penned Carteresque ‘California’.

The Whitetop Mountaineers

. were the second US group at

Dorrigo, and on their 9th visit

to Australia, their most recent

visit in 2020 was cancelled after

just three days given the Covid
outbreak.

They more than packed out
Tallowood on Saturday with
possibly 450 inside and another
100 standing outside in the mud
of the tent entrance.

Since their last visit, apart
from expanding the repertoire
with George Jones / Melba
Montgomery’s ‘We Must Have
@7 Been Out Of Our Minds’, they
have added a couple of extra
strings to their bow, with Martha
flatpicking the guitar on ‘Billy In
The Lowground’ and Martha’s
self penned numbers such as
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Cat & Clint

‘Wonderland’.

Their  banter with  the
audience, with lots of jokes,
remains.

With  watching so many
performances, we only
managed one workshop,
Jeremy Marcotte’s banjo

workshop teaching first the basic
clawhammer stroke, then drop
thumbing and then an f tuning
fDGCD Hop ‘Light Ladies’ as he
learnt from Mac Traynham, with
lots of hammer ons and pull offs
contributing to the rhythm.

After two years of no live
music, Dorrigo 2022 was a
welcome relief, with packed
festive décor venues.

And although the rain meant
that outdoor jams weren’t
common place, there were
plenty of old friends and new
friends taking the opportunity
to share choices of what to see
on stage, Covid contraction
and avoidance experiences,
vaccination fears, wet weather
and driving visibility concerns
and generally catching up.

Things we wouldn’t have
done if there was no rain, and
we were busy picking, making
us wonder what everyone else
does on a weekend.

Mountaingrass 2022

Mountaingrass 2022, Nov
18-20, centred at the George
Kerferd Hotel, Mayday Hills, on

the outsklrts of Beechworth
Vic features an auditorium and
multiple spaces for workshops
and jamming.

The Nicholas Hotel in town
will provide an additional venue
for some concerts and jamming.

Robert Johnson has grown
incredibly since his name’s
first appearance on albums
by Cream, The Rolling Stones
and many other superstar acts
of the 60s, but the awareness
and appreciation by devotees
| of acoustic blues went much
| further back, right back to when
his recordings appeared in the
late 1930s on the Columbia
subsidiary label, Vocalion.

| purchased my first Robert
Johnson recordings in the late
60s — ‘Robert Johnson, King of
the Delta Blues Singers’.

The album didn’t feature all
the recordings of Johnson, but
it certainly lit the flame for so
many of my contemporaries.

Various tracks had appeared

that is

on compilation albums and
we’d all become familiar with
the effusive endorsements of
Eric Clapton “it was as if | had
been prepared to receive Robert
Johnson, almost like a religious
experience....his music remains
the most powerful cry that I
think you can find in the human
voice”, and Keith Richards “he
was like a comet or a meteor
that came along ..suddenly you
had to aim that much higher...
you want to know how good
blues can get? Well, this is it.”

How could you not go in
search of his music after reading
such things?

The fame was heightened by
the legend of Robert selling his
soul to the devil as well as the
mystery surrounding his death
(see the book I've mentioned
below).

John Hammond Snr probably
precipitated a great awareness
when he tried to get Johnson
on his famed Spirituals to Swing
concert series in 1938, only to
find that he had already died.

When the Complete
recordings appeared in the
mid-90s it coincided with the
discovery of the only known
photos- one appeared on the
COver.

This remains the definitive
collection.

It includes some multiple

takes of tracks like Kind Hearted ==
Woman, Ramblin’ on my mind,

Cross Road Blues and includes i
all the total known recordings,
forty-one in all.

In that short life, he travelled
extensively from the Mississippi §&

York and soaked up the sounds,
the musical vocabulary and the
lyrical mythology of the deep
blues and folk roots.

From his early teens, he
played and travelled relentlessly p”
and witnessed and learned first 5
hand from the likes of Charlie #
Patton, Son House as well as
the hit tunes of the day that
proliferated the juke boxes of = |
the time, recordings by Broonzy, |
Tampa Red, Louis Armstrong ,
even Bing Crosby and the early
swing bands.



The subtle variations and
jazz chord voicings and even the
ragtime changes added to the
deep delta sounds combined to
create his unique sound.

Even though by the time
Johnson recorded his first tracks
(in San Antonio) in November
1936, most northern commercial
blues artists were using side-
men (piano, horn players, bass
etc.).

His effect must have been so
profound on the producers that
' they allowed Robert to record his
signature solo music.

. They made a correct
| assumption, and his first release
‘Terraplane  Blues’  became

something of a minor hit.

And so, the sessions, three in
San Antonio (The Gunter Hotel)
and two in Dallas (508 Park
Avenue), produced one of the
definitive collections in blues

history.

Many regular guitar blues
tracks were covered by other
blues artists.

‘Kind  Hearted  Woman’
(featuring his only guitar solo),
‘Dust My Broom’ (later made

famous by Elmore James),
‘Sweet Home Chicago’ (so
many covers including Paul

Butterfield and later the Blues
Brothers), ‘Steady Rollin® Man’
(Clapton), ‘4 Until Late’ (Cream,
Alex Burns and Nick Charles!),
‘Stop Breakin’ Down’ (Rolling
Stones) , ‘Love In Vain’ (Rolling

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y FOLK ON THE ROAD

Albany International
Folk ‘N Shanty Festival

Having not  ventured
from Perth/Fremantle
since landing in Western
Australia (WA) in April, it
was great to zip off for
two weeks in a rented
campervan and see the
great south west, mostly
to take in the 2022 Albany
International Folk ‘N Shanty

Festival.

Heading off towards a
weekend of music, song, and
good people is hard to beat.

It was my first time driving
in Western Australia and proved
quite the revelation.

WA for me conjures up
images of stark rocky ranges,
miles of pindan dust, and a
harsh, dry climate.

But Freo to Albany and
return via Denmark, Nannup,
and Margaret River has the look
and feel of south east NSW or
Victoria - dairy cow, vineyard,
and tall tree country.

Albany is quite stunning.

Turning up early and staying
late was wise.

A hoat across Oyster Harbour
and up Kalgan River, a morning
zip around King George Sound
on a whale-spotting boat, a
spin out to the wind farm,
and wanderings around the
. tops of Mounts Melville and

Clarence (Corndarup) are all
recommended diversions.

Bring a jumper.

Add in a trip to a local
brewery and the ginversity and

that was a pretty full first visit.

Now add 2.5 days of a shanty
festival and stir liberally.

| offered my MC skills and
told the director I'd buy a
festival ticket, but was told that
wouldn’t be possible. (The ticket
purchase, that is.)

It’s a totally free festival.

Not only is there no charge
for punters, the performers come
from far and wide to provide
their services for free.

Festival creator, Gary “Grizz”
Greenwald, explained how it
came to be.

“There’s shanty groups all
around the coast of the UK.

“Shanty festivals all
Europe and North America.

“l got to [Western] Australia
and assumed there’d be a
shanty group and there wasn’t
one (in this town) so | started a
shanty group in 2016.

“As soon as we got the group
going, The Lost Quays were the
only group gigging in WA at that
time.

“The Fo'c’s’le Firkins came
out of retirement, they’d never
called quits, they just weren’t
doing a lot.

“The Sea Shants (wives and
partners of The Lost Quays) were
around and we did a workshop.

“Colin Anker came around for
tea and a few beers and a bit of
a sing with us.

“We put a post on social
media and something went in
the newspaper, and they had
25 lads come and started The
Anchormen.

“Then we suddenly realised

over

we had enough groups for a
shanty festival.”

Grizz also enlightened me on
why there are no performance or
attendance fees.

“The model in the UK
is, Falmouth would be your
example, you perform for free
and raise money for charity.

“What we’'ve been ftrying
to do is get charity buy-in, so
you've got charities who want
to use it as a vehicle to raise
money.

“We would like to pay the
musicians’ expenses, but you’ve
got to have the money to do it.”

Like other festivals without a
camping element, Albany keeps
its administrative overheads a
little lower by holding events
mostly in four centrally located
venues, all within an easy walk
of each other.

That's a good thing when
there’s rain around and the
temperatures are a little brisk.

While Perth/Freo was just
tentatively dipping a toe into
30+ Celsius territory, Albany -
and surrounds were noticeably
milder.

As one radio presenter
observed: “21C in Albany today - =~
that’ll feel like 30C to them!” £

The Albany festival is still in
its infancy having kicked off in
2019 and taken a year out for
the plague.

In these still uncertain
times, John Henderson, Festival
Director since 2021, had some
pre-festival nerves.

“It's been an education for
me because I've never done

Pl
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anything like this before.

“Last week, | went to bed
one night and was lying awake
worried that no one was going to
come.

“Then the next night | was
lying awake worried that too
many people were going to
come.

“But because we don’t sell
tickets, we didn’t know how
many people were coming.

“You just sit there going,
‘Let’s see what happens.””

Crowds ended up being
Goldilocks level, just about right.
Venues started filling up
when sessions started for the
day about 10am and ebbed/
flowed ‘till stumps, peaking at
early to late evening.

Canny planning saw the
rowdier, noisier shanty groups
on later in the evening, and the
Premier and Earl of Spencer
were rocking and rolling.
| take a kind of vicarious joy
' in standing down the back of
venues like the Earl of Spencer
on Saturday night when
the home team, The Albany
Shantymen, were in full hue and
cry.

| could only see the singers’
heads over the top of a sea of
bobbing heads.

Watching the band crank
out shanty after sea song after
shanty with relatively little chat,
| was mesmerised by a group of
people in front of me that must
have been late teens to early 20s
at the very oldest.

Despite their youth, they were
belting out the chorus gustily.

Every one, every word.

Don’t judge a book by its
cover, but they didn’t look like
your archetypal shanty crowd or
even folkies, come to that.

Shocking generalisation, |
know, but let’s move on.

It was only after talking with
Grizz and John on Tuesday
night that | discovered I'm the
last person in the world to find

out about the worldwide shanty
craze that had erupted on
Tiktok, especially ‘Soon May The
Wellerman Come’.

Accordingly,  there  were
several  opportunities  over
the weekend to sing of our
expectation of the imminent
arrival of sugar and tea and rum.

The following day there
was an even younger cohort
to witness carrying on shanty
traditions with a duo called
Marmaduke Marauders from
Margaret River.

Harper (12) and Otis (10)
were on the blackboard at The
Albany Club belting out shanties
in the front room.

Harper: “When | was 11, |
heard some shanties on the
radio after The Wellerman hit
by The Albany Shantymen, and
that’s what got me into them.”

Otis: “I didn’t hear it on the
radio but Harper played some
songs at dinner that night and
| heard them and decided that |
liked shanties.”

Harper and Otis went to
the Albany festival after that to
further their interest in the genre.

They count The Anchormen,
The Albany Shantymen, and The
Pogues as their favourites.

Appropriately enough, the WA
shanty groups hug the shoreline
from Albany on the south coast
up to Geraldton, with one group
of very welcome interlopers from
Sydney.

Performing groups included
The Albany Shantymen and
The Shantylillies (Albany), The
Anchormen  (Bunbury), Dunn
Bay Wailers (Dunnsborough),
40 Degrees South (Sydney), The
Lost Quays, The Sea Shants,
The Original Fo’c’s’le Firkins

(Fremantle), Mandurah Mariners,
Rum Jungle (Geraldton), and The
Salty Sea Dogs (Denmark).

Jon Cope, from the Firkins,
had foreshadowed that despite
the number of groups, there’s
interests

enough diversity of

and songs that you don’t get the
same ones endlessly repeated
(see Trad and Now, edition 152).

That proved to be the case,
and it was only later on Sunday
night that this occasional
chorister thought, “Yeah, that’s
probably  enough  ‘Barrett’s
Privateers’ for a while now.”

Other performers included
a mix of genres and ages
offering folk, alt-country, a bit of
bluegrass, and old timey.

One of the crowd favourites
was visiting Canadian duo A La
Souche from Newfoundland,
although when Kiersten began
to speak to introduce herself
and Bryan, she did so in a Perth
accent, as Kiersten is originally
from WA.

It was great to see some
artists 1 knew of but had not
previously seen perform, such
as Sea Swallow (folk duo Claire
Moodie and Bill Laurie), Gav
Brown, and Martin & Coole (Jon
Cope and Emma Birkett).

My new discovery pick would
have to be Matt Black (and the
Gloss Whites) performing songs
of John Prine.

Matt has one of those voices
that belongs on the mantlepiece
in the good room. Superb.

For audience participation
and good fun, Saturday
evening’s singing session with
Albany’s Playlist Choir was hard
to beat.

The group took enthusiastic |
participants through two songs: .
‘Grainne Mhaol’ and ‘The Pirate’s
Gospel’, and I'm fairly confident
many walked away from the Six
Degrees venue that night with
two enduring earworms.

| was sing/humming for days.

A tip of the hat to Phil Gray
who did a great job wrangling
reciters and readers to the two
poets’ breakfasts at The Albany
Club, which drew close to
capacity crowds.

A highlight was Robyn
Minee (Shantylillies) doing an




hilarious version of ‘The Man
From Ironbark’ with actions, ably
assisted by the biggest ham this
side of the Darling Downs, Jeff
Swain (The Lost Quays).

Come  Sunday  morning
about 10am and there was a
boisterous crowd down at the
Boat Shed to witness the epic
tug of war contest between The
Albany Shantymen, dressed as
requested by their opposition as
barmaids from the 1700s/1800s
and The Anchormen, dressed as

used car salesmen, | mean, as
news anchormen.

Under appropriately leaden
skies and a drop or two of
rain, the two teams heaved,
ho’d, and hauled for about four
minutes before the Bunbury
team claimed victory, and both
groups joined in an enthusiastic
rendition of ‘South Australia’.

Sunday evening wrapped
things up with a raucous
performance called a ‘Shipload
Of Shanty’ featuring the
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local shantymen followed by
wave after wave of singalong
shanty walk-ups from festival
performers.

Watch out for the 2023
festival - everyone is welcome
on board.

In July, the new Federal
Government called for
contributions to develop
a National Cultural Policy
as a roadmap for a vibrant
and sustainable arts,
entertainment and cultural
sector, now and into the
future.

1 A key platform of

4 FolkFedNSW’s (FFNSW) mission
1 is to advocate for the folk arts

and for those who work in the
folk sector to support a united
¥ agenda for positive policy and
regulatory outcomes for our
1 diverse community.

To this end, FFNSW saw
a response to the call for
important
opportunity to represent our
sector.

Following is the submission
made by FFNSW.

First nations

Governments  in  many
countries provide support for
and recognition of their national
cultural  heritage and arts
practices.

The cultural
Australia was
colonisation.

Our cultural heritage must not
only include but prioritise that of
First Nations people, in addition
to the rich cultural heritage of
our immigrant communities and
the music of the 19th century
working  class  conscripted
colonisers  more  frequently
- identified with the genre.

The Folk Federation of
NSW fully supports the Federal
articulation  of
support for First Nations cultural

heritage of

practice as the first and foremost
pillar of its new arts policy.

A place for every story

Folk music and the folk
arts, including dance, poetry
and instrument making, offer
a valuable contribution to
Australian cultural life  with
artistic  excellence, creative
originality, and a unique voice in
telling Australian stories.

The genre of folk also differs
from other genres in that it
represents a range of cohorts,
from amateur to professional.

The use of the term ‘amateur’
does not necessarily signal
an inferior skill set; rather, the
cohort who identify as traditional
musicians or practitioners of the
folk arts are very often highly
skilled with a deep knowledge
of the tradition they strive to
uphold, even though they have
made the choice to pursue their
art as a hobby rather than as a
profession.

The peculiar challenge of
peak folk organisations such
as the Folk Federation of NSW
is how to best represent its
practitioners  wherever  their
position is on the spectrum.

At a time when community
is being eroded in Australia by
globalisation and commercial
imperatives, folk music
practices and events differ from
commercial music events in their
orientation towards participation
and community building.

Artists who foster community
engagement demonstrably
enrich  their ~ communities’
appreciation of cultural
practices, as well as contributing
to improved mental health

outcomes.

To take community choirs
as an example, there are now
multiple academic studies that
confirm the benefits of singing
in @ community choir, including
enhanced mental functioning,
improved immune responses,
better social skills, increased
social networks and improved
emotional  satisfaction  from
being immersed in humanity’s
oldest and most accessible art
form.

The many folk festivals
located in small towns around
the country bring huge economic
and community benefits to their
host towns.

These events also contribute
to the mental health of both
urban and regional communities
by creating networks,
strengthening friendships and
leaving a lasting legacy of music
appreciation at all levels of the
art form.

Despite their less commercial
orientation, folk festivals are
still obliged to pay insurance
costs comparable to those
paid by much larger and more
commercial operations.

Outcomes we would like to

see:

Acknowledgement of the folk
and roots sector as an artistic
genre that provides a unique
voice in the Australian cultural
landscape;

Validation of  community
music making, which often
involves countless hours of
voluntary time even where some
payment is involved.

This work engages people in

We are seeing increasing
interest from various countries
in identifying ways to directly
support artists through the highs
and lows of professional working
life.

Both  Finland and the
Netherlands have well
established policies of
subsidising artists to support
their ongoing creative output.

The Irish government has
recently established a ftrial
program to support 2,000 artists
with a liveable salary for 3 years.

The Australian Greens took
to the recent federal election
a similar platform on a slightly
larger scale.

The Folk Federation of NSW
fully supports this approach and
would want to see proportional
representation of its members if
such a scheme was adopted by
the Federal Government.

The folk sector is well-
established and a vibrant
component of Australian cultural
life.

The Folk Federation of
NSW seeks from government:
Recognition and support that
will enable practitioners of folk
music and other folk arts to
thrive; Offer an income subsidy
for qualifying musicians,
to encourage and support
artistic excellence and creative
endeavour; Ensure inclusion
of folk musicians in above
‘qualifying musicians’ by way of
a quota or other agreed formula;
Identify obstacles that stand in
the way of artists, including folk
artists, receiving award wages
for their work.

Strong institutions
Australian government

institutions  that  exist to

build a national memory and
understanding of who we are
and where we have come
from have suffered debilitating
funding cuts over the past
decade, and in some cases
longer.

Our treasured ABC was
crippled by the previous federal
government and as a direct
consequence, several programs
on RN playing folk music from
Australia and the world were cut.

Outcomes we would like
to see: Restore funding to
the National Library, National
Archives and the ABC; and,
Enable those institutions to
continue to provide fellowships
that enable individuals to make
full use of their resources for the
purpose of creative projects that
provide a contemporary setting
for stories from our own history.

Reaching audiences

Outcomes we would like to
see:

Enable the folk music sector
to provide input to that part of
school education that engages
students with Australian folk
music and arts, including but not
limited to syllabus inclusions,
teaching of folk music and folk
dance, and opportunities to learn
instruments associated with folk
music; and, Prioritise music as a
subject in primary schools.

The benefits of music
education on personal, social
and intellectual development
are legion and exceptionally
well documented in academic
studies.

Australia is well behind
many other wealthy countries in
primary school music education.

Fans of Kristina Olsen will not

be at all surprised to find plenty of
variety in the presentation of these
songs.

On ‘Hey Did You Ever’ and ‘Loves
to Let Him Ride’, mandolin is a
feature.

In ‘Quiet Blue’, there are some
compelling guitar riffs with a whiff
of the Louisiana mud.

‘| had never been out of the
ghetto’ is a recitative warning not
to take a poor girl for granted, and
features some driving acoustic
quitar.

You'll Spoil My Chances’ opens
with drums and is in a jazz style.

In ‘Mr Right Now’, Olsen is at her
cheeky best: ‘some girls might be
looking for Mr Right, some future
ideal, but she will settle for a man
right now’.

In ‘Pirate’, there is some slackish
guitar and a style suggestive of an
adventure ballad.

It comes with shanty style
refrain ‘to me way hey hey’.

Other tracks include ‘That's a
Secret I'll Keep’, You'll Spoil My
Chances’, ‘Fixing Up The House’

and ‘This Old Train’.

The final track, ‘Didn’t Think
It would Happen Tonight', was
recorded live in Albert Park Yacht
Club by Hugh McDonald.

It features some enthusiastic
audience participation.

The sleeve notes make a
mysterious  reference to an
accordion.

Olsen is photographed with a
suitably mischievous expression in
her blue eyes, but with a concertina.

It was supposed to be over-
dubbed post recording but is
difficult to locate.

These are minor issues anyway.

While the sleeve notes for this
album are brief, Olsen generously
provides music and lyrics to most of
her songs on her website.

This is not surprising because
Olsen is a keen collaborator.

As always, it is Kristina Olsen’s
voice, complemented by guitar,
which will win new admirers.

Sometimes she growls out the
lyrics in vampish blues style, but at
others, the delivery is close to the




: Of course, some tracks are slow
~ |burners while others rattle along.
* The other impressive aspect

of Olsen’s songwriting is that she
makes her thoughts explicit and
\does not baulk at singing about
 sexual relations.
' In ‘Love to Let Him Ride’ for
example, is a bridge: ‘He unzips her

This is certainly music for

Opening track, ‘Glad Rags
Again’ introduces a strong theme
of looking to the past with an
eye to the future which recurs in
several of these songs.

‘Tom-Tom’ begun on a
tour to Australia, muses about
the reliability of old forms of
communication: ‘bow down to the
idol electric, cower in terror at the
tick-box, now you know what only
the Gods know but you'll never
do better than the tom-tom, you'll
never do better than the drum’.

Several songs concern the
poverty trap.

Young men are ‘Propping’ up
various walls — is a song inspired
by old photographs of Lowe’s
home town.

‘Sod all’ is likely an expression
of the single mother: ‘there’s sod
all handouts of welfare state pay,
and you've been a right little sod
all day’.

‘Idle Time’ is a lament for the
temporarily out of work, because
the situation often becomes
permanent: ‘you’ve got to hand it to
the devil and hope he’ll find work
for you to do’.

‘Had away gan on’ is a
statement of disbelief in north east
dialect.

You can miss the ready
recognition of locals with whom
you share language and cultural
context: ‘Why man what ya deein’.

The genesis of this double
album was the title song, which
Miguel wrote in 1997, and he
sings it superbly to kick off
Volume 2, not, he stresses, as an
anthem to singing sessions, but
rather as a content and etiquette
manual!!

Being keenly aware of the
technical difficulties in trying
to record an actual festival or
pub session, Miguel instead
assembled his singers in various
locations, including the Newtown
Theatre, Electric Avenue Studios
and Darlington School at the
University of Sydney.

The process of assembling the
album took nearly four years, and
involved recording a total of 44
tracks over the two CDs.

Roughly half of the songs are
chorus songs, while the balance
include a mixture of accompanied
and acapella songs, in various
combinations, some solo and
some in a small group context.

Most of the soloists had not
previously released albums of
their own.

The songs themselves come
from a variety of sources — some
are  previously  unpublished
originals, many come from the
folk tradition, but others come
from contemporary folk and in
a couple of cases, pop songs
repurposed with session spirit.

There are drinking songs,
political and union songs, songs




_ of love and of death, songs of
loss and of labour, songs of
war and peace, the occasional
. parody, and a range of other
songs that don’t fit any of those
categories, but they all fall neatly
under the rubric of session
¥ songs.

' Fittingly the album concludes
with that fine Irish lament,
| The Parting Glass, a song
that  traditionally  concluded
the Glengarry Castle pub
sessions in inner city Sydney
¥ that originally inspired Miguel
"~ Heatwole to write the title song
and assemble this tribute to that
finest of all human experiences,
the singing session.

If the recent travel restrictions
have left you with a dose of
cabin fever, then ‘Chasing
Music’ might be just what the

doctor ordered.

Australian author Jan Dale’s
book about her years of travel on

Cardier belts this out.

The closing track, ‘Shing-A-
Ling’, is pure rock and roll and
includes idiom such as ‘shake it
up baby’, shake it up now’ and
‘wham bam’.

There is Stuie French brilliance
here.

‘Rust in the Tailfin’, with its
sliding, bending  syncopated
feeling is about a gas guzzling
Cadillac, a car of dreams.

French’s guitar features here
too.

‘She Flew Away’ wonders
about why a love might up and
leave one afternoon.

‘She flew away with her biscuit
tin, the one she kept her secrets
in’.

Cardier does this with just his
resonator guitar and the effect is
simply beautiful.

Other quietly musing tracks

4
include ‘Life of the Party’ and
‘Invisible Ink’ about secrets and
‘all of the things you've been
meaning to say’.

Cardier recorded some rock
albums when young and then had
a 25 year break until 2002.

Cardier has played with big
names such as Bob Geldof, Judy
Collins, Spike Milligan and Frank

Zappa.
The interview is lengthy
and includes anecdotes and

demonstrations by Cardier of over
a dozen early songs.

He has written a few, perhaps
more than 500.

Cardier grew up in Brisbane,
which he described as a big
country town, and first took
to music via the Boomerang
songsters.

He says it was all about guitars
then — and rebellion.

Atter releasing a few LPs, he
let his music take a back seat
and spent 25 years as a school
counsellor working with troubled
youth.

He says it was a strange
experience coming back to it.

He suspects that there are
certain tensions in his songs
between a literal and metaphorical
meaning, between the happy
and the sad, and recognises
the thin line dividing genius and
eccentricity.

Cardier alternates between
resonator and acoustic guitars,
sometimes played with a slide.

He also has two distinct voices.

Some songs feature a gravelly
voice and a gritty style of blues
with driving guitar riffs while
others are soft.

Cardier is a mature artist who
brings a lifetime of experience to
his singing and playing.

Along the way, Glenn Cardier
has become an exceptional
songwriter and musician.

Chris Okunbor is one of a

This album of 11 classic
blues tracks was recorded and
mastered by Eliot Reynolds at
Song Cave Studios Hazelbrook
and Chris O pays her respects to
the Traditional Custodians of the

On the cover is a photograph
of Chris O in a close bush setting.

Clearly, this first album,
covering ‘Delta’ blues standards,
was recorded when Chris O was
still developing her own style.

Pat Drummond - The Chess
Set Volumes 1 & 2: The Age
of Dissent and The Descent

of Age

Like all great songwriters,
Pat Drummond loves

playing around with words.
Puns and plays on words and
meanings come easily.




In  this double album
Shoestring release, Drummond
demonstrates his command of
4 language and a special ability to
set words to music to highlight
their meaning.

Each album has 13 tracks
including a live video ‘Peace On
Our Roads’.

Mostly the words and music
are by Pat Drummond, but Grant
Luhrs, Craig Dawson and Karen
Lynne co-wrote tracks and Geoff
Drummond penned one.

Other tracks on Volume 1 are
‘Keepers of the Flame’, ‘Exiles on
the Glory Road’, '10,000 Miles
. | Away — Until It's Happening
| to You’, ‘Namatjira’, ‘The Cod
zd That Ate the Moon’, ‘What Goes
. Around Comes Around’, ‘The
Light’, ‘Marilyn Monroe Was A

Size 14’and ‘Money to be Made’.
. The title alone suggests that
on the great issues of the age,
Drummond finds it important to
dissent from the orthodoxies.

These are  songs  of
= conscience about social justice
denied by the rich and powerful.

Among the best is ‘Who Is
That Refugee?’, which asks
why we refuse to recognise the
asylum seeking Jesus.

In the ‘The Quality of Light,
Drummond posits the hard,
hot sunny environment as an
explanation for our utilitarian
attitudes.

What good are words in a
o land ruled by harsh utility?

‘Who Are These People
(Out of Eden) tells of faceless
B investors who make fortunes out
# of enterprises such as canneries,
« and then walk away without a
care for the people who lose
- their livelihoods.

Drummond sings
. unaccompanied the marvellous
- creed ‘Trust of Strangers (The
Fear Pack/ Send It Back), in
which he rejects the fortress
mindset developing in Australia
around 2001.

Tracks on Volume 2 include
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personal reflections, especially
drawing on travel experiences.

Songs include ‘Blame It On
The Babyboomers’, ‘The Trolley
Song’, ‘Eighteen Wheels’, ‘A
River Too Wild’, ‘The Circle of
the Bells’, ‘Turning 40 into 24,
‘Coming Home’, ‘Hard Time
for Old Heroes’, ‘Don’t Worry
(Neither Will 1)’, and ‘Goodbye My
Restless Child’.

‘The Descent of Age’ implies
a coming down.

Drummond says that he has
never expected to be well liked,
and at some country music
festivals, his ideas have been so
unpopular that he experienced
hostile comment and staged
walkouts.

He also muses that perhaps
he should stop being so critical
and instead concentrate on
amusing people.

While Drummond does have
the knack of making people
laugh, ‘The Lovin’ of the Bush’
is the kind of anthem that could
well make people cry.

‘Balloons on Canowindra’,
which is country but not cliché,
is another that must make the
listener wistful.

Pat Drummond worries that
perhaps he has spent too long on
the mountaintop gathering words
of advice for the real world.

He thinks he might be
better off giving more practical
assistance - by volunteering,
learning carpentry, joining an
activist group, teaching school or

even running for local council.

While such thoughts are
inevitable for any artist, | would
hate to think Drummond might
abandon songwriting when he
has spent so long honing his
skills.

Drummond acknowledges a
large cast of support musicians
including Pete, Geoff and Steve
Drummond,  Jim Conway,
Chris  Soulos, Marcus Holden,
K’Crasher and his sister, Karen
Lynne.

Pat Drummond is a prolific
songwriter and is a keeper of the
flame of dissent.

When you draw inspiration
from everyday life, you have a
wealth of material with which to
work.

At times, Drummond’s songs
are whimsical, amusing, cutting
or sad - sometimes all at once.

Life is like that.

It is seldom all light or all
shadow.

Drummond is among our
most perceptive artists in any
medium.
